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Day 1	T hursday, Nov. 4
CANADA – Athens
Departure for Greece.

Day 2	F riday, Nov. 5
ARRIVal in athens
Upon arrival, you will be met by our airport 
representative and transferred to the ship.

Day 3	 Saturday, Nov. 6
THESSALONIKI – VERIA 
In Thessaloniki we visit the Walls, The House 
of Jason where Paul lived and the Agora 
where he preached.

From there, visit Philippi where 
Paul lived, preached and was imprisoned 
and the Baptistery of Lydia, where the first 
baptism on European soil took place.

Day 5	 Monday, Nov.  8
ISTANBUL
In the morning we arrive in Istanbul, one of 
the world’s greatest historic cities. Formerly 
Byzantium, the center of the Eastern Roman 
Empire, this city is built on seven green hills 

and situated astride two continents. 
East meets West in every way. 

We visit the Topkapi Palace with its harem 
and fabulous treasure chambers, the Sultan 
Ahmed (Blue) Mosque with its six minarets, 
and St. Sofia, conver ted to a mosque 
from a Christian basilica after the fall of  
Constantinople in 1453.

Day 6	T uesday, Nov. 9
DIKILI – PERGAMON 
A tour from Dikili (our port) is to Pergamon, 
the great city of Bergama and a city of the 
Book of Revelation. It is one of the best-
preserved ancient sites in Turkey. We continue 
by visiting Sardis, the most picturesque of 
the Seven Churches.

Day 7	 Wednesday, Nov. 10
KUSADASI – EPHESUS – MILETUS 
Your cruise ship docks in Kusadasi. (Turkey 
pre-tours join today’s touring.) Journey to 
Ephesus, the marble city where Paul spent 3 
years of his ministry. It was to this community 
that Paul may have written his epistle to the 
Ephesians. The excavated ruins of Ephesus 
reveal much of the city from Paul’s time. You 
can visit the ancient Agora and imagine 
where Demetrius, the silversmith, sold his 
silver shrines of the Greek goddess, 
Artemis. See the library of Celsus and 
enter the Great Theatre mentioned 
in the book of Acts. For

visit Miletus, there’s an afternoon tour to 
the place where Paul delivered his touching 
farewell address to the elders of Ephesus, 
and predicted his death.

Day 8	T hursday, Nov. 11
PATMOS
Patmos, the “Holy Island” of the Christian 
faith. This is the place where the apocalyptic 
Revelation of John was written during his 
exile from the Roman Empire. We visit the 
cave and the monastery of St. John.

Day 9	F riday, Nov. 12
ATHENS & CORINTH 
The architectural splendours of the ancient 
city of Athens are as magical as ever. 
Follow your guide on a journey to the fabled 
Acropolis where you will see the Propylaea, 
the Parthenon and the Erectheum. View Mars 
Hill where Paul preached the gospel to the 
intellectual Athenian community of his day  

(Acts 17: 15-34). 

View the ruins of the Agora, ancient market 
place and center of Athenian public life, where 
Paul preached to the skeptical Athenians. 
You will view the Olympic Stadium, where 
the modern Olympics began and where 
the games returned in 2004. Visit Corinth 
(Acts 18: 1-18), a city that inspired of St. 
Paul’s most familiar letter. You will visit the 
Archeological Museum, the Market 
Place, and Temples. Walk among the ruins 
and stand on the Bema where Paul stood. 
Read Paul’s letter to the Corinthians and 
visualize his address to the Gentiles as he 
began the task of building Corinth’s church.
