April 27, Wed: CANADA – AMSTERDAM

Departure from Canada for Amsterdam
Day 02 

April 28, Thu: ARRIVE AMSTERDAM – THE HAGUE AREA
After arrival we take the short drive to The Hague area 
where we check into our hotel and there is a bit of time to 
relax before dinner 

Day 03

April 29, Fri: THE HAGUE AREA – AMSTERDAM – VOLENDAM  – LISSE – THE HAGUE AREA 
This morning we drive to Amsterdam for a brief orientation – then we visit the scenic fishing
village of Volendam - in the afternoon we travel through colourful tulip fields to the Lisse area
and visit the famous flower gardens of Keukenhof - we return to our hotel in time for dinner 

Day 04
April 30, Sat: THE HAGUE AREA  – BERGEN OP ZOOM – BRUGES

After breakfast we leave for Bergen Op Zoom - we have a ceremony at the Canadian Cemetery
and then we take the ferry across the Scheldt estuary ( Middelburg ) into Belgium – we continue
on to Bruges, because of its canals also called the Venice of the North

Day 05
May 01, Sun: BRUGES – ADEGEM – LEOPOLD CANAL – BRUGES 

This morning we tour the historic centre of Bruges – then we drive to the Canadian cemetery at
Adegem and visit the Canadian Museum – after lunch ( which we have included today ) we
explore the Leopold Canal area and return to Bruges later in the afternoon

Day 06 - 
May 02, Mon: BRUGES – OOSTENDE – YPRES – BRUGES 

This morning we travel to the coast and stop for a coffee in Oostende before we visit the 
surroundings of Ypres, site of WWI’s first gas attacks – you cannot turn your head without 
seeing a war cemetery somewhere on the horizon, reminder of the tough times these parts saw –
we visit Hill 62 Monument, Tyne Cot Cemetery ( with 45,000 graves ) as well as the German
Cemetery at Langemark ( with 44,000 graves ) - St. Julian Canadian Monument with Vancouver
Corner and John McCrae’s grave conclude our visits before we head for Ypres where we will have
an early dinner in town – then we will join the traditional Last Post Ceremony at the Menin
Gate before returning to Bruges 

Day 07
May 03, Tue: BRUGES - BRUSSELS – ANTWERP - CENTRAL HOLLAND

We visit Brussels ( with its beautiful Grand Place ), the capital of the country and also the seat
of the European Parliament – we then drive to Antwerp, important harbour and centre of the

diamond industry – afterwards it is off to Central Holland and we check into
our hotel in the Arnhem area

Day 08
May 04, Wed: CENTRAL HOLLAND – HOLTEN – GRONINGEN  –

CENTRAL HOLLAND
Today’s excursion brings us to the Canadian Cemetery at
Holten where we participate at the Remembrance ceremony



before we drive to Northern Holland – we stop in Groningen where there is time for lunch and
to enjoy the town – then we continue our drive to the coastal batteries at Termunten and
Delfzijl before returning to home base in time for dinner 

Day 09
May 05, Thu: CENTRAL HOLLAND – KATWIJK – CENTRAL HOLLAND

We participate at the parade and ceremonies of Katwijk, a charming town along the coast, 
during which the town commemorates the freedom it regained 60 years ago with the help of
Canadian soldiers – enjoy meeting the locals during the special festivities ….

Day 10
May 06, Fri: CENTRAL HOLLAND – GROESBEEK – NIJMEGEN – CENTRAL HOLLAND

On today’s agenda is a ceremony at Groesbeek Cemetery – afterwards we head to Nijmegen and
see the famous John Frost Bridge (made famous through the movie “A Bridge Too Far”) and
also visit the nearby Airborne Museum of Oosterbeek dedicated to the operation “Market
Garden” and we have a bit of time in Arnhem

Day 11
May 07, Sat: CENTRAL HOLLAND – GERMANY -  RHINE BOAT TRIP – CENTRAL HOLLAND 

This morning we drive to Germany and visit the Hochwald / Kleve area and will also visit
Reichswald Forest Cemetery ( the largest WWII Commonwealth cemetery – 708 of whom are
Canadian airmen ) – then you can enjoy the scenery and sit back during our boat trip on the
Rhine River on our way back to Holland – then we return to our hotel for dinner 

Day 12
May 08, Sun: CENTRAL HOLLAND – APELDOORN – CENTRAL HOLLAND

Today is a special day as we will join the main parade in honour of the 60th Anniversary of the
liberation of Holland in Apeldoorn – thousands of people line the streets to pay tribute to
Veterans who are coming back to remember the special ties that connect Holland and Canada
